This reference book features more than 1000 A-to-Z entries that document the history, characteristics and causes of earthquakes and volcanic eruptions. It also includes information on key environmental issues, organizations, and individuals who have left their mark on the fields of volcanology and seismology. For more on volcanoes see Volcano: Iceland’s Inferno and the Earth’s Most Active Volcanoes edited by Ellen J. Prager that summarizes the earth’s major volcanic areas, or Volcanoes in Human History: The Far-Reaching Effects of Major Eruptions by Jelle Zeilinga de Boer that examines the relationship between volcanoes and human history. 
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Hawaii Coastal Hazard Mitigation Guidebook

The purpose of this guidebook is to reduce risk to coastal development by planning for natural hazards such as erosion, flooding tsunamis and hurricanes. It builds on concepts covered in the FEMA Coastal Construction Manual but covers to a greater degree proper siting of development to reduce exposure to coastal hazards. Stages for implementation of technical standards include state district classification, local planning, zoning, subdivision and infrastructure improvements, disclosure during lot purchase, home construction and options for remedial actions. This analysis of the global tectonic instability that puts every single one of us at risk from some of nature’s most powerful forces reads as a journey to the center of the earth. It is illustrated with photographs, graphics and charts that highlight facts and figures. From another perspective try Why the Earth Quakes: The Story of Earthquakes and Volcanoes by structural engineers Batthys Levy and Mario Salvadori or look at the section on tsunamis from Ocean Science 101 by Jennifer Hoffman, an illustrated guide for the unscientific to the vast regions that cover nearly three-quarters of our planet. This book describes the past, present and possible future of the oceans, highlights new technologies and breakthroughs in ocean science research. Locally, try Hawaii: Land of Volcanoes, with stunning photography by Douglas Peebles, in which author Jan TenBruggencate looks at the geology, oral and written histories and issues of Hawaii’s volcanoes.

In this primer on tsunamis featuring a scientist as a good role model, the author gives teens and tweens an inside look at the life of a working scientist who uses his knowledge for the common good. For younger children try Tsunami Alert! By Niki Walker or Tsunamis by David and Helen Orme.
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For adult fiction featuring tsunamis try Deep Black, Death Wave by Stephen Coonts and William H. Keith, Maelstrom by Peter Watts, or Memorial by Bruce Wagner. For teens and tweens try Night of the Howling Dogs by Graham Salisbury or The Killing Sea by Richard Lewis. And for younger kids look for the Hawaii tale The Tsunami Quilt: Grandfather’s Story by Anthony D. Fredericks or Escaping the Giant Wave by Peg Kehret..
