
I f you still remember door-to-door 
encyclopedia salesmen, you’re in for 
a wonderful surprise with the World 

Book Online Reference Center. This is 
NOT your parents’ encyclopedia.
 Your fi rst look at the World Book 
Online Reference Center home page 
will tell you why. For each encyclopedia 
article, there are a number of tools at 
your disposal – online dictionary help is 
available, and you may e-mail, print, or 
save your article. The World Book Online 
is available both in the library and at 
home (you need your valid library card 
number to access it from home), so it’s 
available at any time, to help you answer 
trivia questions at breakfast, or to come 
to your rescue for last-minute homework 
projects.   
 To access the World Book Online, 
go to the Hawaiÿi State Public Library 
System web page at http://www.librar-
ieshawaii.org. In the navigation column 
to the left of the page, select “Other 
Databases.” At the next screen, scroll

 Brenda Freitas-Obregon, a professional storyteller and the Children’s Librarian at 
Kalihi-Pälama Public Library, will present “A-B-C Zoo: An Alphabet of Animal Tales” 
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down the alphabetical listing of database 
titles until you get to World Book Online. 
Click on either the in-library use or
at-home use link.  
 The World Book Online contains 
every article from the 22-volume print 
set, plus thousands more. In addition 
to the articles, there are links to editor-
reviewed websites, a Spanish-language 
encyclopedia for elementary and middle 
grades, and access to primary and core 
source collections in major subject areas 
called “World Book Research Libraries.” 
Of  the eight subject areas offered in the 
“Research Libraries” option, our public 
library system subscribes to two: U.S. 
History and Political Science and Law.  
 Other features of interest include: 
detailed information on how to cite 
electronic articles in your research paper; 
links to an atlas; and over 9,500 pictures 
and maps, 115 videos and animations, 
9,300 sounds, 129 panoramic views, and 
100 simulated historic websites (Surf the 
Ages).
 No longer will you have to wait for 
publication of the next encyclopedia to 
receive new information. Date-specifi c 
content such as Behind the Headlines 
and Today in History are updated daily. 
Other items are updated monthly at 
a minimum, with most updates done 
throughout the month as needed. And, 
best of all, your shelves will have space 
for the important things in your life 
– your autographed baseball, your sea-
shell collection, and all the fun reading 
you plan to do this summer!

These  pro-
ceeds advance HLF’s mission to support 
and promote the state library system by 
encouraging reading, literacy and lifelong 

learning. Other top accomplishments 
included: providing 27 libraries state-
wide with ALA’s “Every Child Ready 
to Read @ your library” kits through an 
$8,515 grant from the Harry and Jeanette 
Weinberg Foundation; encouraging new 
initiatives such as the Talespinners’ Fes-
tivals of the Pacifi c; and developing solid 
partnerships with funders such as the 
Building Industry Labor Association, and 
the HECO/HEI Charitable Foundation, 
that provided extra funds for specialty 
collections.      
 “I have enjoyed working with HLF 
Executive Director Holly Richards over 
the years, and I especially appreciate 
her strong and knowledgeable advocacy 
about the importance of HSPLS’ mission, 
programs, and collections,” said State 
Librarian Jo Ann Schindler.
 “Holly is able to tell the public and 
potential supporters about the impact 
we are making in our customers’ lives, 
and she has been instrumental in inform-
ing the Foundation Trustees and funders 
about how their grant awards are achiev-
ing library and literacy goals in Hawaiÿi.
