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1. Makawao Public Library, Haleakala National Park and Hawaii Natural History Association Partnership 
Makawao Public Library, Haleakala National Park and the Hawaii National History Association have developed a unique partnership to encourage community members to make the most of their library and its neighboring National Park.  Backpack Haleakala is an actual embroidered backpack filled with books about the Park, its flora and fauna, and an activity sheet.  When patrons check out the backpack at the library, they are entitled to free entry into the Park.  Since April, the backpack has been borrowed every week, with some borrowers returning multiple times.  In addition, Rangers from the Park have presented programs in the library about Native Hawaiian Culture.  During these programs, children learned about Hawaii’s state bird, the Nene, and other endangered plants and animals in the park.  
2. Hawaii State Public Library System (HSPLS) Begins Library eBook Accessibility Program (LEAP)
HSPLS and OverDrive, our primary eBook partner, now provide print-disabled patrons with free access to more than 70,000 print materials in digital formats.  Qualifying patrons receive a free Bookshare membership, which allows them to download up to twenty books a month for twelve months.  Braille, DAISY and MP3 formats are available, as is free, downloadable audio software.  Please see the HSPLS website, www.librarieshawaii.org, for additional details.
3. HSPLS Completes Retrofitting in All Libraries
For more than two years, HSPLS has been working closely with the Department of Accounting and General Services (DAGS) to implement green technologies in our libraries.  We have completed retrofitting and installing energy efficient lighting, including electronic ballasts and Super T-8 lamps, in all our libraries.  Additional upcoming energy efficiency projects will include  installing photovoltaic systems and window tinting projects.
