id you know that there is a
wealth of digital information
and resources available through
our Internet website (Www.
librarieshawaii.org)? The federal
government makes many of their
recent documents, resources and other
information
available to
the public in a
wide variety of
databases that
we can help you
discover and
explore.

Most federal job openings are listed
at www.usajobs.gov and Legislative
Branch information can be found at
www.thomas.gov. These databases
are examples of the variety of federal
government information available for
free on the web.

Some federal government informa-
tion may only be available for viewing
through a restricted subscription data-
base, and many of these subscription
databases are available free to patrons
using the public access computer in the
Federal Documents Section, located
on the second floor of the Hawaii State
Library:

The Documents Access &
Retrieval Test System (DARTS)
is a document store created by the
Department of Energy, NASA, Defense
Technical Information Center and
the National Technical Information

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Libraries Need Special
Funds to Thrive

he Hawaii State Public Library System’s (HSPLS) special fund is among
many programs being scrutinized by this year’s Legislature as a way to help

balance the state budget.

HSPLS officials testified last month before the House Finance Committee
in opposition to HB79 which would repeal almost all special and revolving
funds, including the Libraries Special Fund (Section 312-3.6 HRS) and the Library
Enhanced Services program (Section 312-21 & 22). The Libraries Special Fund
is comprised primarily of fines, other library charges 194
and fees, and privately donated monies, and was

established to support HSPLS, by supplementing the

book and materials budget.

“We have grown to rely mostly on our special
fund collections because our general funds have
continued to decrease,” said Keith Fujio, HSPLS
Administrative Services Officer. “In fact, all general

funds expended during the past three fiscal years
for books and other library materials have come from vacancy savings and staff
turnover savings. There were no general funds budgeted for Library books and

materials during these past fiscal years.”

For the past six years, thousands of Hawaii taxpayers have voluntarily donated
a portion of their tax refunds to the “Hawaii Public Libraries Fund” to benefit
our communities statewide through the purchase of library materials for all ages.
Taxpayers have contributed $2 for an individual or $4 for a joint return to the Fund

when filing their State income tax returns.

The Legislative Auditor has reviewed both the Libraries Special Fund and
the Library Enhanced Services program fund and found that the Library System’s
Special Funds’ existence was justified and recommended that they be continued.
According to the Auditor, a clear linkage exists between the benefits sought
from this fund and the fees charged to the users. In other words, this is a fair
and equitable system under which only the public utilizing these HSPLS library

services is assessed the associated fines,
fees and charges.

The Library Enhanced Services
program was permanently established
in Act 327, and amended in Act 029,
SLH 1999. It was initially conceived to
provide HSPLS with an alternative and
additional revenue stream to fund these
enhanced services, but now like the
Libraries Special Fund it is depended
upon to purchase our books and other

library materials which constitute the
primary HSPLS core service. The
Enhanced Services program has proven
to be a viable, user-supported service
that is an essential asset for the Library
System.

“Without these two special funds,
HSPLS would be unable to develop
even a basic set of collections such
as reference materials; children’s and
young adult collections; online and
print subscriptions; and new formats
such as e-books and audiobooks, for
our patrons and the public,” said State
Librarian Richard Burns. “Because
of rising overall costs, expensive
new editions and updates, an ever-

increasing variety of format options,
and inflationary factors limiting our
purchasing power, we have been forced
to become even more selective and
efficient in our materials acquisitions
and collection development decisions.
Eliminating these funds, even
temporarily, would damage our library
system to the point where it would take
years to recover.”
