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BOE will Conduct Hearing
on Library Rule Changes

overnor Linda Lingle has authorized the Board of Education (BOE) to
conduct a public hearing for proposed Hawaii State Public Library System
(HSPLS) Administrative Rule changes. The BOE will conduct the public
hearing on Thursday, March 18 at 9 a.m., Queen Liliuokalani Building
(1390 Miller Street, Honolulu) in Room 404.

The HSPLS Administrative Rules were last updated in January 1999 and
many changes have occurred since then. The purpose of the proposed rule changes
is to make the administrative rules more patron-friendly. Chapters have been
updated, combined, removed, and revised as needed for clarity, new terminology
or technology. In addition, some enhanced service fees will be added or increased,
and services no longer being provided will be eliminated, such as media produc-
tion rooms and audio-visual booking collections.

Interested patrons are invited to visit: http.//librarieshawaii.org/about/publi-
chearings.htm to see the proposed Administrative Rules (Ramseyer format) on the

HSPLS website.
Among the proposed changes:

e clarify current practices and
identification requirements for
library card registration to insure
consistency throughout HSPLS

e reduce replacement card charge
for adults to $5.00, the same rate
as the replacement card charge
for minors

e cstablish a uniform fine per cal-
endar day for all formats such as
books, CDs, videos and DVDs

e allow for the renewal of “three-
month cards” as well as “five-
year cards”

e allow notification of holds
notices by email for those who
request this service

e revise “Books by mail” service
to require that items be sent via
U.S. first-class mail rather than
by library rate

The Board will convene a special
meeting in April to discuss and vote on
the proposed HSPLS Administrative
Rule changes. The date and time will be
announced later.

Tax Forms Available at Libraries
Do you need tax forms? Public libraries
statewide will serve as distribution out-
lets for Hawaii State tax forms, courte-
sy of a continuing partnership between
the Hawaii State Public Library System
and the State Department of Taxation.
Library staff will supply the forms,
but are not trained to assist with tax
questions. For assistance, call the De-
partment of Taxation’s Tax Information
Line: 587-4242 on Oahu; from Neigh-
bor Islands, call toll-free at 1-800-222-
3229. For the hearing impaired: call
587-1418 on Oahu; from Neighbor Is-
lands, call toll-free at 1-800-887-8974.

Telephone lines will be open Monday-
Friday from 7:45 a.m. to 4:15 p.m.,
except on State holidays. Visit www.
state.hi.us/tax for more information.
Do you need state tax forms from
other states? Visit www.librariesha-
waii.org, under “Catalogs,” select
“E-Databases,” scroll down and choose
“LegalForms,” an online database from
Gale Cengage Learning. Click on “Tax
Forms,” then under “State Tax Forms,”
select the appropriate state name.

Need Federal tax forms? Many
public libraries will serve as distribu-
tion outlets for Federal tax forms. Con-
tact your local library to find out if they
will be distributing Federal tax forms
or for an alternate library nearest you.

In addition, you can obtain Fed-
eral tax forms via the “LegalForms”
database or by visiting the Federal IRS
website to print or download forms:

html. Select forms and publications by
any one of the many search strategies
listed.

“Comedy brings laughter,” said De Lima, who is

De Lima, winner of 12 Na Hoku Hanohano Awards, entertained both young
and old alike by performing some of his well-known musical parodies sung a
capella. In addition, De Lima demonstrated his outrageous sense of humor by
sharing humorous stories of himself as a 9-year-old boy including the signifi-
cance of manapua at Chinese graveyards, and his passion for old-time Japanese
movies — dressing in character, and imitating Japanese language phrases and

De Lima is also passionate about helping Hawaii’s students understand the
importance of reading and studying. Through the “Frank De Lima Student En-
richment Program,” he emphasizes the importance of laughing, family life, and
the ability to manage major emotional and physical life transitions. Since 1980,
De Lima’s biennial visits have increased to 350 schools statewide.
