When that 
“power” gets Ethan in trouble, the Zeroes, a 
group of super-powered teens, can rescue 
him, if they so choose.

They say Delia burned 
herself to death in her stepdad’s shed, but 
June does not believe her friend would do 
that. June decides to investigate whether it 
was a suicide or a murder. Gr. 10+ 
 
Yoon, Nicola. Everything, Everything. 
A girl who is literally allergic to the outside 
world begins a complicated romance that 
challenges everything she has ever known 
when a family moves in next door. Gr. 9+ 
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Baker, Chandler. Alive. 
After receiving a heart transplant, Stella’s 
recovery is marred by hallucinations.

Dinnison, Kris. You and Me and Him. 

Nash is out of the 
closet. They are best of friends. That 
friendship is tested when they both 
develop feelings for the same boy, a new 
kid named Tom. Gr. 8+  
 
Doktorski, Jennifer Salvato. Summer After 
You & Me. A year after Superstorm Sandy, 
Lucy’s life is returning to normal at the New 
Jersey shore, but the torch she holds for 
summer resident Connor, the center of the 
Big Mistake, still burns. Gr. 9+  
 
Doller, Trisha. The Devil You Know. 
Exhausted after three years of working with 
her dad and mothering her brother, Cadie 
joins her two cousins who are camping 
their way through Florida, but she soon 
learns one of them is a murderer. Gr. 9+
